The revision of American liberalism in the Progressive Era constituted
both a criticism of and an reconstruction to the new corporate order led by
corporate power. Sweeping proposals for legal and institutional reform
were sustained by the belief that corporate power should be regulated for
the public interests. Corporate liberalism, as articulated in liberal political
thought in the Progressive Era, therefore emerged as a justification for a
socially responsible corporate order. It was also suggested as an alternative
to the competitive ideologies of laissez—faire liberalism and statism. In
many respects, corporate liberalism developed out of a criticism and revi-
sion of the laissez—faire tenet in light of the socialist challenge and the
democratic legacy, including the traditional anti-monopoly sentiment and
its concern with equality of opportunity in the marketplace of corporate
capitalism. By adapting the classical liberalism in the Progressive Era to
capitalism dominated by corporate power, corporate liberalism provided a

liberal defense for the corporate reconstruction of American society.
