While many historians were not writing about the American con—
servatism per se, they were in their own way trying to explain its
success or the failure of liberalism since the election of Ronald Rea—
gan, But it caused the failure to examine the nature or root of Amer—
ican conservatism, So, this essay is to explore the characteristics of
postwar conservatism by Buckley and his National FReview. His and
the National Review's aim was to set up a big tent, bringing in and
unifying as many types of conservatives as possible, and to keep
them together despite of their ideological differences. I contend that
he regarded the National FReview as a confluence of libertarian, tra—
ditionalist, and anticommunist., He was an institution builder who
helped to create a literate and public arena in which conservative
ideas and policies could be regularly pondered and conservatives of
different personalities could lay the foundation for carrying on the
assault against their common two adversaries, communism and lib—
eralism, Therefore, the National Feview played an essential role in
the growth of conservatism which would eventually change the at—

mosphere of American society.
